For international students, real-world work experience and internship              

opportunities are among the many benefits of attending accredited degree     

programs and institutions. Students with an F-1 visa who complete one full     

academic year at UB can participate in paid or unpaid off-campus academic  

internships, co-operational educational  activities, alternate work/study, or any 

other type of required internship or practicum which is offered by sponsoring 

employers through cooperative agreements with UB.  

The main purpose of CPT is academic training; therefore, it must be an integral 

part of a student’s curriculum and directly related to a program of study. At UB, 

students have participated in CPT positions with a variety of different sponsoring 

companies, and students will work with the Career Development office to plan 

their CPT experience. Optional Practical Training (OPT) positions are also       

available for international students.
